AND HISTORY OF THE ASTROLOGICAL PROGNOSIS

will be devoted entirely to the history, theory and practice of the PRIMARY  DIRECTIONS and to certain extent also to the other techniques for astrological prediction.  

Original texts in Latin and Old Greek will be published and translated for the first time,  as well as discussed.

The practice of famous authors from the past, like Placidus himself, Regiomontanus, Maginus, Naibod, Alcabitius, Moren, Kuehr will be analyzed and explained in detail.   Their pertaining original texts will also be put in print and translated.  Another major topic will be the modern ………
